1. Windows
a. Install Windows Terminal from https://aka.ms/windowsterminal
b. Install PowerShell 7 from https://github.com/PowerShell/powershell/releases
c. Install Chocolatey from https://chocolatey.org/install
d. Execute the automated installation script from https://github.com/duluca/web-dev-environment-setup to set up your web development environment in PowerShell:
PS> Install-Script -Name setup-windows-dev-env 
PS> setup-windows-dev-env.ps1 
2. macOS or Linux
a. Install Homebrew from https://brew.sh
b. Execute the automated installation script from https://github.com/duluca/web-dev-environment-setup to set up your web development environment in macOS Terminal or Bash:
$> bash <(wget -O - https://git.io/JvHi1)
